Topic: 6 SEO Best Practices!  

1. Use  relevant and common words in your website’s URL’s/slugs so that Google displays your websites pages in it’s results pages. This is helpful because you come off as more credible and people can go directly to the page that they’re looking for. A good example of this, see below: 
2. Use relevant keywords pertaining to what you think your audience is searching for in order for people to locate you. This can be difficult, but practice makes perfect! Sometimes these maybe unexpected keywords, a good way to find out what keywords to use in your website are by using Google Analytics( a free website analytics tool!) that provides you with info about keywords people are using that land them on your website! And of course use authentic keywords, rich content is better than just putting a bunch of popular keywords on your page. 
3. Of course use the HTML (img alt= ‘#”) tag! This allows you to include describing words to describe your images, that the search engine scans when loading your webpage and takes into account when determining how “relevant” you are according to what the “person” is searching. 
4. Backlinking! Backlinking is listing other websites on your webpage and vice versa. The sometimes requires a phone call to the Marketing/Communications person at the company that you would like to have put your website’s address on for promotional purposes. The ranking of their website will influence your website’s ranking due to website traffic. The more traffic their website receives, the more significant they seem and if your website is on their website than you too will rank higher due to your importance. You become a resource for their audience members with your website on their website. 
5. Secure your website! If you haven’t already, or when buying a domain name and hosting services for your website, make sure you secure your site. So that looks like https:// now instead of http:// The communication that happens when someone comes to your secure site is slightly more secure which gives people more confidence in your willingness to protect their internet interactions. Also, Google is endorsing secure sites, so it is high on their checklist of increasing your ranking score of your website. 
6. Also, another great practice is making sure your site doesn’t have any errors and that your code is not out of date, makes sense and isn’t exploiting any programming language libraries. A great way to know if your website’s code is up-to-date and accurate is by using Google’s Developer Tools. If you have any errors, Google will give you a message in the bottom box that you can then address.
